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Chapter : Lines of Longitude and Latitude
Explanation:- 1
Lines of Latitude:-
These are imaginary lines drawn on the globe east to west. Latitudes run from 00 to 900. North or South, latitudes are also known as the parallel of latitudes as they run parallel to the equator. Equator is known as 00 latitude which divides earth into two equal parts. 
The part of the globe which lies north of equator is called northern hemisphere and the part of the globe lies south of equator is called southern hemisphere. 900 north latitude is known as North Pole and the same degree in south hemisphere is called South Pole.
Latitudes are used for finding out the location of any place on the globe and they are one of the deciding factors for climate of any region. Equator is a great circle, other latitudes are small circles.
Lines of Longitude:-
These are imaginary lives running on the globe from North to South. It is the angular distance of Place, east or west of the prime meridians Major from the centre often earth. There are 360. Meridians of longitudes in all the longitude converse on the poles. Longitudes are great circles which are specially used to show the time of a place.

Map:-
A flat, symbolic representation of the earth or a part of the earth drawn a to a scale is called a map. Science of map making is called cartography.
Uses of Maps :-
· Maps are very effective means of showing location of a place.
· Maps are also used to provide details of place like relief features and climate etc.
· Maps are used to show many characteristics of an area, shape, direction and distance etc.
Types of Maps:-
There are different types of maps. Maps are classified on the following basis:
(i) According to scale.
(ii) According to content.

1. Maps on the basis of scale
(i) Small scale maps: These maps are used to represent large areas of the earth. Atlas maps are example of small scale maps.
(ii) Large scale maps: Such types of maps are used to represent large amount of details about a small area. For example, roads map.
2. Maps on the basis of content:
(i)  Political Maps: Such types of maps show the boundaries and areas of different countries and states. Political maps are drawn to a small scale.
(ii) Physical Maps: Physical Maps are those maps which are drawn to show the physical features of the earth. These are used to represent continents, oceans, plains, plateaus etc. Different colours are used to show the different heights on land.
(iii)  Thematic Maps: These are those maps that show only particular features, such as types of weather or distribution of forests, Industries or people, minerals etc. They are very useful to the tourists and the travelers. These maps are also used by the defence people. These maps provide a lot of informations to the planners also. These maps are helpful in the planning of roads, factories, dams, and other infrastructures. Theses maps belong to political maps.
